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The Tasmanian Devil Conservation Grant Fencing Project at
Trowunna is completed and operational. The new bio secure
fencing will enable the Tasmanian Devils at Trowunna to be
incorporated into the ZAA DPIWE insurance program of the
intense captive component of the Save the Tasmanian devil
program. The new enclosures which vary in size will house up
to 38 devils comfortably. Trowunna staff have been working
hard to ensure the enclosures are stimulating, to ensure opti-
mum devil enrichment. The welfare of animals is paramount
to all at Trowunna and exercised daily as part of the continual
wildlife management regime over the past 31 years.
